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Manchester is a great city to live in because of its

multi-cultural multi-ethnic character . For 2 centuries

Irish, Jewish, Afro-Caribbean, Asian and other

people have enriched Manchester by coming here.

Our cosmopolitan city today contains more than a

100 different communities and offers cultural

diversity . The fascist British National Party (BNP)

would destroy this if they could.

Manchester has stood up against such threats in the

past. In the 1930s, the fascist Oswald Mosley was

opposed when he came to speak at Belle V ue. In

the 1970s, the National Front was met with huge

opposition, including marches and carnivals.

I n June, due to boundary changes, every Council

seat across Manchester will be up for election. The

BNP may put up candidates in many wards. The

same day there will be EU parliamentary elections.

The BNP’s Nick Griffin intends to stand for a North

West England seat. The BNP focuses and feeds on

the mounting attacks on asylum seekers. It seeks to

divide communities on the basis of race and

nationality . In Manchester , all opponents of fascism

and racism need to unite against this threat.

Manchester Against Racism (MAR) has been

established as a broad, united campaign to oppose

the BNP . W e celebrate human diversity . W e demand

Unite Against Fascism

equality and

respect for all. We

oppose all attacks on asylum seekers.

MAR has already gained wide support for their

statement: including MUFC, Labour and Green

Party councillors, Coronation Street stars, various

T rade Unions and ethnic minority , faith, student and

community groups. They are having a launch rally

on Thursday 15 January (see p6). Speakers at the

launch rally include T ony Lloyd MP , Billy Hayes

(Communication Workers Union & Unite Against

Fascism), Julie Hesmondhalgh from Coronation

Street, Cllr Afzal Khan (Muslim Council of Britain),

Fr . Gregory Hallam (St. Aidan' s Orthodox Church),

Weyman Bennett (Unite Against Fascism) and an

asylum seeker from Manchester Committee to

Defend Asylum Seekers. The theme of the rally is

"unite against fascism: stop the BNP" and the

immediate focus is to stop the BNP from gaining

councillors in Manchester and having a Euro MP in

June. At the rally , people will be able to sign up for

helping in the campaign and join various subgroups

(music/arts/cultural; work with young people; media;

trade union; community) so we can organise a

multitude of events in the coming months.

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Wednesday 17 December 2003

marked the 100th anniversary of

powered, human-piloted flight by

the Wright brothers. The Govern-

ment also chose the previous day

to launch its White Paper on the

aviation industry , setting out a pro-

airport expansion policy for the next

30 years. Both these events

brought local greens to the streets.

Firstly , on Monday 8 December ,

Manchester Airport held a

celebration of 100 years of flight at

Manchester Cathedral. Manchester

Friends of the Earth (MFoE) and

local poet Michael Gibson turned

up outside to stage a funeral for the

victims of flight. Inside, airport and

council reps heard speeches

praising aviation and its contribution

to humankind’s achievements.

Upon leaving they were confronted

by Manchester FoE with reminders

of the effects of aviation which

include noise, climate change

emissions and loss of biodiversity .

Michael recited his work, “Silver

Planes in Bluest Skies”, written in

response to the plans for

Manchester Airport’s second

runway . Manchester FoE gave out

an “alternative history of flight”

stressing the environmental and

social impacts of the industry .

At 5pm,

Graeme Sherriff, Manchester FoE,

was on GMR Drive T ime giving his

response to the White Paper . Not

surprisingly , he was unimpressed

ignored the arguments of environ-

mentalists and its own advisors

and had done nothing to confront

the inappropriate subsidy of the

aviation industry (eg no taxes on

aviation fuels). Finally on Wednes-

day , the 100th anniversary itself,

MFoE gave out their “alternative

history of flight” all over the city .

The White Paper is just the start: a

broad statement of policy . FoE will

continue to press for demand

management so that this crazy

expansion does not go ahead.

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With the success of Zara ceasing

their sale of real fur (see last Net-

working Newsletter ), anti-fur

campaigners have been far from

idle: the campaign soon started to

persuade Harvey Nichols to stop

selling real fur . Harvey Nichols, a

British chain with stores in Man-

chester , Leeds, London, Edinburgh

and Birmingham (and 1 in Saudi!),

have been selling an abundance of

fur during the Winter season,

including fox, coyote, finnraccoon

and a great deal of rabbit fur .

Harvey Nichols have responded to

customer complaints by saying

they “consider very carefully any

products that may contain fur” and

that they “strive to avoid any upset

to customers by only using fur from

known sources”!  They also claim

the fur they use is a by-product of

the meat industry . In response,

CAFT have written asking how

they justify the sale of fox, coyote

and finnraccoon as those are all

bred (or trapped) solely for their fur ,

for the single purpose of using their

skins for the fashion industry .

It is imperative to point out that their

“by-product” argument is a myth:

rabbits are bred for meat and   fur .

They are crammed into tiny bare

wire-mesh cages deprived of

natural light and the ability to carry

out any of their natural instincts and

Back in October , Jai Redman, in

collaboration with local political art

group UHC collective, created a

fully functioning copy of the Gua-

tanamo Bay internment camp on

wasteland in Hulme – see photos

(thanks to Chris Edwards). In the

camp, nine volunteer "unlawful

combatants" (one for each of the

nine British prisoners believed to

be detained at the camp) were

incarcerated for 9 days and

nights, under 24 hour

surveillance and "armed" guard.

Although labelled as art, the

installation had a serious

message about how human

rights are being infringed. How-

ever , the possibility of the whole

of the UK becoming another

Guatanamo Bay is on the horizon

with the Government’s new

proposed legislation. The Civil

Contingences Bill will give the

Government the power to arrest

and detain you for a criminal

offence for criticizing government

policy .

If the Government decides that a

situation exists that presents a

serious threat to the welfare of

the population, the political or

economic stability of this country ,

the environment or security of

any part of the UK, the

Government can effectively turn

Britain into a military state. Key

parts of the Human Rights Act

can be bypassed or suspended

without the authority of

Parliament. This could mean

widespread detention of any

suspected group or individual,

countrywide security checks,

increased police surveillance and

seizure of property .

2003 saw shopping trolleys, mattresses and

unmentionables galore being hauled out of Greater

Manchester’s water courses by lads and ladettes from

the T raf ford Y outh Of fending Scheme. The local

residents will believe there really are fairies at the

bottom of the garden!

The Mersey Basin T rust has worked in partnership with

the T raf ford Y outh Of fending T eam since March 2003,

using river and canal clean-ups as a method of

reparation for the young offenders. A classic task

involves the clearance of as much litter as possible

both along the banks and in the stream itself. Council

wardens then help by carting debris away in skips and

bins.

Recently tasks have involved a short river dipping

session as well: a chance for the teenagers to see what

actually lives in the water and many of them are

pleasantly surprised to find anything at all! Helping

these young people to experience and enjoy their water

courses while at the same time showing them what

impact litter and pollution has on a river and its

ecosystem can foster understanding, compassion and

ultimately respect for the environment.
